St. Francis Xavier born:     
Francisco de Jasso Azpilicueta 
in Navarra, Spain  4/7/1506.  
Died: 12/3/1552                          
Beatified: 10/25/1619                    
Canonized 3/12/1699

Francis Xavier, venerated as Saint Francis Xavier, 
was a Navarrese, Spain cleric and missionary.  He 
co-founded the Society of Jesus and, as a         
representative of the Portuguese Empire, led the 
first Christian mission to Japan.  He took vows of 
poverty and chastity and led extensive missionary 
work across Asia and played a significant role in 
evangelization of early modern India,
