     Catechism Corner                             
Feast of the Nativity of                 
St. John the Baptist.  

       While most saints are 
honored on the anniversary of 
their death (their “birth into 
heaven”) John the Baptist and 
the Virgin Mary are the rare 
exceptions whose earthly 
births are celebrated. John is 
highly venerated as the     
Forerunner, the final prophet 
of the Old Testament, and the 

bridge to the New Testament who prepared the way for    
Jesus Christ and baptized Him. The dates tied to the Gospel 
of Luke, which notes that John was six months older than 
Jesus. The Church established his birth at the summer       
solstice and Jesus’ birth at the winter solstice. This beautifully 
mirrors the theological concept of John’s own words           
regarding Jesus: “ He must increase, I must decrease.” As the 
days begin to shorten after June 24. it serves as a symbolic 
parallel to the light of Christ growing as the days lengthen 
after December 25.
